Introduction & My Early Years - Part One

Introduction

In the following series of articles; “My Journey to The Light”, | will share how my life eventually
led to the acquaintance and consequential friendship with Fedor Shkrudnev, not to mention a
few others | have gotten to know. To all of those whose works | have read, thank you.

| do not know how many parts there will be in this series. | am just writing as inspiration comes
to me. My purpose is to do my part, whatever that may be, in sharing the “New Knowledge”
that will perhaps help others, just as | have benefited.

It hardly seems possible that 2 % years have passed since making initial contact with folks in
Russia, the culmination of 4-5 years. This has been quite challenging, considering | do not speak
nor read Russian. However, | have started learning.

My Early Years
=—— | was born 21 January, 1958, in Modesto, California. | was
raised in the Central Valley, where it seemed as though
everything grew that one planted. The ground was/is truly
fertile, averaging close to 7.0 ph. It lies between the great
Sierra Nevada Mountain Range, called by John Muir — “The
Range of Light” and the Coastal Range. It was truly a
wonderful and beautiful place.

Folks came from all over the country and world to this part
of America, because of opportunities. | have heard many,
many stories from folks who were living in despair prior to
=—————  movingto California. Their lives changed for the better
after making the sacrifice to leave home and start a new life.

California has been referred to as many things, some better or worse than others. What | loved
was the uniqueness of the state when compared with other states in America. For instance, the
tallest trees in the world, some of the oldest trees, highest elevation in the contiguous states,
etc. One of my favorite experiences was driving up in elevation in the Sierra Nevada mountains
and watching the trees change. The tree species change with every 1,000 feet of elevation in
climb.
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“The Range of Light” - | cannot imagine
having never seen nor set foot in these
beautiful mountains. It is a magnificent
range. | could wax on for the next 100
pages and never fully capture the
“Essence” of “The Range of Light”, my
“Sacred Place”. Though they are far from
me now, my memories will always be filled
with their “Light”.

| was the second born of 5 children. | was raised in a good family where values mattered. My
parents were very strong folk, neither one tolerating excuses when hardships appeared in life.

My father was raised poor and at the age of 22, as WWII
was raging, found himself traipsing all across Europe. He
served with the 2™ and 3™ Infantry Divisions. He was in
numerous battles and engagements, the worst of which
was probably the “Battle of the Bulge”. His unit found itself
trapped along the Siegfried Line in the “Dragon’s Teeth”.

Call it fate or what have you, that my father was even on
the ground fighting. He wanted to be a P51 pilot and
passed all the initial tests. Then more causalities and if
memory serves me correctly, the Army had worked the list
of potential pilots down through “L” and stopped. Everyone whose name started with an “M”
down was assigned to combat units. Pearce obviously falls after “L”.

He carried many physical wounds, yet, his greatest struggle
must have been the horrific memories of the atrocities of
war. He was hell-bent on raising children who would rise
above mediocracy and “make something of their lives”. He
was a great encourager.

He was a quiet man. Most often folks missed his depth, for
he usually only showed a very surface aspect of his “True
self”. Most people did not realize he cared a great deal about
health and had brought his own body back from all his
injuries sustained during combat.




He started all of us on a regimen of nightly rounds of Black Strap Molasses and as we grew a bit
older told us about the wonders of Bee Pollen. Soon we were all on this superfood. He felt you
had to address the “Three Aspects of The Being”, often saying to me “you must be in balance in
Body, Mind and Spirit”.

My mother was a stay-at-home mom, who
dedicated her life to raising her children. She had a
gift with animals and people. | watched her train
more things that | could possibly remember; dogs,
pigeons, rabbits, etc. However, her greatest gift
might well have been her ability to communicate
with and help children.
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She eventually involved herself with the foster
system, in an attempt to help disadvantaged
children. We became a “Foster Home” to troubled

kids. My siblings and | could write a book about these experiences. | certainly learned a lot
about life and human nature.
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She was very business savvy and | am sure could have been quite successful had she chosen to
take that route in life. 1 am thankful she didn’t. All of us benefited by having our mother home.

Throughout my entire life | have always been curious about the processes that were actively at
work. | wanted to know what “made things tick”, so to speak. In other words, | wanted to
know what was the “Cause of All Things” manifesting in the world. Not to mention, discovering
the Truth of the so-called “Spiritual World or Worlds”. | was on a search.

| have come to realize that those who truly seek “To Know Truth” are rewarded. Someone, or
some teacher will eventually cross their path. Their “Mind”, as it expands, has a “Directional
Path”. In other words, your “Mind” uncovers, discovers Truth you were unaware existed.

My grandmothers were my early teachers and were very instrumental in shaping my mental
outlook, especially in my early years. Both taught life lessons in their own unique way. Every
moment around my grandmothers seemed to be an instructional opportunity for them. In fact,
| do not recall a time where they were not teaching me something. It was just in their “Nature”.



My father’s mother was a very intelligent woman of few words. She was a former teacher and
for reasons unknown to me, she walked away from her profession. When she spoke, words of
wisdom seemed to flow from her lips. She taught that we must strive for perfection, by
preparing our “Mind” each and every day to be perfect.

She often spoke of the connectedness of all things, that everything in life was interconnected
and that our “Thoughts & Intentions” affected all things in life and outside of it. Then, she
would take me outside and show me. For instance, she hand-fed bears that would come near
the farm when she called to them, etc. She would go outside and handle wild animals that
others could not.

She was a very different woman. She saw into things much deeper than the average person.
To say she was unique would be an understatement, as everyone in her rural community
approached and addressed her with a reverence | had rarely experienced before.

My mother’s mother was a very gifted woman. She could grow
anything, she always had great gardens, fruit trees, etc. and she
taught me about the “Planetary Influences”. She DID NOTHING
without first looking at the “Moon”, its “Phases” and how these
“Influences” affected Earthly activity. And, she could prove what she
taught. She just had that knack with plants and animals.

She, like her daughter, my mother, was very gifted at training animals.
On many occasions | observed her working with her dog, the dog
achieving quite impressive feats. She was also a master at quilting,
knitting and sewing.




She had a great gift of “Knowing”, in other words, she “Knew” things without anyone ever
saying a word. She was also a wonderful poet and spoke often to me regarding “Inspired
Words”. She said to “always have pen and paper at the ready, so that those Words of
Inspiration could be recorded”.

| did not fully realize how different my grandmothers were until | became an adult. To clarify, |
loved, appreciated and listened to them as a child because | knew they could teach me about
the uniqueness of life. However, | did not realize how different and unique they were
compared to other kids’ grandparents. Not that mine were better, they were just different,
seeing life from a different perspective than the average grandparent.

| would like to add here, my grandfathers were wonderful
men. They were both funny and full of life. And, they both
dearly loved their wives, my grandmothers. They taught me
things as well, just not of a deeper nature. And, they were full
of encouragement.

| have always felt that it was not by chance my grandmothers
were in my life. Why? Because | was so different. My
curiosity and desire to “Know” what was the “Impetus” to life
- all that we THINK we know and of course the “Great
Unknown”, is not a place to find yourself if those around you have little to NO understanding of
where you are coming from, let alone “What It Is You Are In Search Of”. Especially for children.

From a very small child on, | was outside “Listening” and “Watching”. Unbeknownst me, | was
developing certain skills and gifts. | am sure my grandmothers were aware, although | do not
recall them specifically mentioning anything to me about my time “Out” — “Listening”. | was
drawn to it like a moth to the flame.

Eventually | started telling my parents of things | felt, heard or saw. And, things that came into
my “Mind”, with no satisfactory explanation to their questions; where did this information
come from? How do you know this? The information | shared was filed in the mental DO NOT
SHARE WITH OTHERS file.

| began to go around the neighborhood knocking on doors and
telling folks what | had been instructed to relay to them. This did
not go well with my father. And, one can only imagine what these
adults were saying about this small child.




One day | ran into the house to share with my mother what | had received in my “Mind” and
her reply was “Drehne, you cannot do this anymore. If you continue your father will have you
admitted into the PSYCH WARD”. | was very young, 6-7 years old. | remember to this day how |
felt and what went through me when | was denied the right to speak “Truth” for fear of
isolating my parents from the world around them. It is not their fault, it is the world we “LIVE
IN”, or perhaps | should say, “LIVED IN”.

My mother was very understanding, though this is not the kind of activity a child should be
engaged in.

My mother was very familiar with certain gifts, as numerous family members were “Touched”,
as they used to say. There was really nothing unusual about my activity, as far as my mother
was concerned. It just did not fit into modern society’s NORM.

| continued “Seeking”, yet, went within myself. No, | did not withdraw from life, that is not my
“Nature”. It was my first experience realizing - “Watch What You Say”, including and especially
to adults. It was an “Event” that helped shape me. What this did is give me a glimpse into the
“ADULT WORLD”, causing me to ask more questions, such as “why are most adults “mentally”
closed off”, etc.? | am thankful this experience DID NOT SHUT ME DOWN. To the contrary, it
only inspired me more, albeit, a little bruised of heart.
